RESOLUTION NO. 23-907-07
A RESOLUTION OF CITY OF JOHN DAY APPROVING AND AUTHORIZING CERTAIN INDIVIDUALS TO HAVE ACCESS TO CITY’S LOCAL GOVERNMENT INVESTMENT POOL ACCOUNT. 

WHEREAS, pursuant to a certain Professional Services Agreement dated November ___, 2023 between City of John Day (“City”) and Gaslin Accounting CPA’s PC (“Corporation”), an Oregon professional corporation, City retained Corporation and Robert Gaslin (“Gaslin”) to serve as City’s city recorder and to perform certain professional accounting and related services for and on behalf of City; and


WHEREAS, Shirley Manca (“Manca”) is currently employed as City’s AP/Payroll Specialist; and 


WHEREAS, City is the custodian of a certain Local Government Investment Pool (“LGIP”) banking account, Account No. 4715 (the “Account”); and

WHEREAS, the council finds it necessary and appropriate to approve and authorize Corporation/Gaslin and Manca to have access to the Account.

NOW, THEREFORE, the City of John Day resolves as follows:

1.
Findings.  The above-stated findings contained in this Resolution No. 23-_______ (this “Resolution”) are hereby adopted.

2.
Authorization.  The council hereby approves and authorizes Corporation/Gaslin and Manca to have access to the Account, subject to applicable federal, state, and local laws, regulations, and ordinances.  The access authority granted under this Resolution will remain in full force and effect until the earlier of the following: (a) in the case of Gaslin/Corporation, termination of the Agreement; (b) in the case of Manca, Manca’s separation of employment; and/or (c) in the case of Gaslin/Corporation and/or Manca, revocation by the council and/or then-appointed city manager.  Gaslin/Corporation, Manca, the mayor, and/or council president are authorized to take all necessary or appropriate actions to effect and carry out the intent of this Resolution, including without limitation, submitting the required forms and/or applications with LGIP to gain access to the Account.  


3.
Miscellaneous.  For purposes of this Resolution, the singular includes the plural and the plural includes the singular; the word “or” is not exclusive and the words “include,” “includes,” and “including” are not limiting.  Any reference to a particular law, statute, rule, regulation, code, or ordinance includes the law, statute, rule, regulation, code, or ordinance as now in force and hereafter amended.  The provisions of this Resolution are severable.  If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, and/or portion of this Resolution is for any reason held invalid, unenforceable, and/or unconstitutional, such invalid, unenforceable, and/or unconstitutional section, subsection, sentence, clause, and/or portion will (a) yield to a construction permitting enforcement to the maximum extent permitted by applicable law, and (b) not affect the validity, enforceability, and/or constitutionality of the remaining portion of this Resolution.  This Resolution may be corrected by order of the council to cure editorial and/or clerical errors.  This Resolution will be in full force and effect from and after its approval and adoption.
